
The OK Corral

Starting Position: 
Standing in the left bay with your Shotgun held at Cowboy port arms  open and empty. 
Working Cowboys start behind the horse with Rifle held at Cowboy port arms.
When the Shooter is ready say the line “Throw up your hands”.

At the Beep,  With your Shotgun shoot S1 and S2 then repeat. Make Shotgun safe and 
re-stage on left table. Move to the center table. Retrieve your Rifle and shoot (4) rounds 
on the Circle and then (2) rounds on each of the squares in any order. Make Rifle safe 
and re-stage on table. Move to center of right bay. With your Pistols shoot (2) rounds on 
the Circle and (1) round on each of the squares in any order. Holster and repeat. 
Holster and retrieve your long guns. Go to unloading table.

Pistols holstered with (5) rounds each, HDOEC. Rifle loaded with (10) rounds, action 
closed, HDOEC, staged on horse in center bay.

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Targets required: (2) Circles, (6) Squares, (2) Chimes
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
